no later than 15 February 2012, to the Program Committee Chairs as listed below.
Please use your last name as the document title, as in “Smith.doc.” Only one
submission per author will be considered. Individual paper presentations are limited to
no more than twenty minutes to allow for ten minutes of discussion following the
presentation. The primary language of the conference is English; some sessions may

be conducted in Hungarian, depending on the agreement of the session attendees.
